In the arena of social work supervision research, it can be said that there is little
room for gaining new knowledge through theoretical research regarding the meaning
of supervision. However, although the necessity and importance of supervision has
been shown in the practice of social work, the problems reading the current state of
supervision in the practice arena of social work in Japan have not been fully clarified.

In this paper, we will verify the hypothesis that “In Japan, there is a discrepancy
between the idea of social work supervision and the reality ” based on the current state
of the implementation rate of social work supervision in the practice arena of social
work in Japan. We will try to clarify the reason why social work supervision is not
